Course Description/Expectation:  
 The Level V language course focuses on the continued development of communicative competence in the target language and understanding of the culture(s) of the people who speak the language. It assumes that the students have completed a Level IV course or are at an Intermediate-Low to Intermediate-Mid level of proficiency. Students gain increased confidence in recombining learned material of the language, creating in the language to express their own thoughts, interacting with other speakers of the language, understanding oral and written messages in the target language, and making oral and written presentations in the target language. They manipulate more complex features of the language, including more abstract concepts. Students are able to understand material presented on a variety of topics related to contemporary, historical, and literary events and issues in the target culture(s). Because students may begin formal language learning at various stages of their cognitive development, teachers must adjust vocabulary and content in order to reflect developmentally appropriate interests.
Grading Method:  The GHS grading policy, as explained in the student handbook, will be used.  ___TESTS/MAJOR grades / ___ DAILY/MINOR grades / ___ FINAL EXAM.   Assessments/ Tests will be given after every unit/chapter.  Within the chapter, there will be quizzes, daily participation grades, homework grades and project grades.  The students will also be given a Pretest and Posttest (final exam).

1. Spanish Textbook and Workbook (provided by the school)

2. A notebook to hold required materials including paper, Workbook, handouts, etc.

3. Paper, sharpened pencils, pens (blue or black). 

4. Index cards are highly recommended but not required.
